HEALTH CARE - These agencies provide care for children who have been afflicted with some kind of health problem.  This includes agencies that serve the hearing-impaired and those that serve children who are recuperating from injuries or operations.  De Smet students provide tutoring, play games with the children, and generally attempt to instill a positive attitude.  Because of their age, students are often able to achieve better results than adults.  Students learn to appreciate their own health and have empathy with those who are suffering.  (An orientation and a TB test is necessary for these agencies!)
