DISADVANTAGED - Most of the agencies in this category will bring students into contact with poor children.  They include shelters for the homeless, a home for children from dysfunctional families, Catholic schools in low-income neighborhoods, and inner-city grade schools.  Students mainly tutor and recreate with the people there.  They share the good education they have received and also give both the children and adults they serve the respect and attention they deserve.  This type of service teaches students about the reality of poverty and how it affects those who are its victims.
